1. Association / Correlation

Association:

Y1 and Y2 are related (review: what is Y, what is X, exploratory research, empirical research)
Correlation:

Y1 and Y2 are related (review: literature discussion)

For example:
the greater the loading of family caregiver care, the greater the job stress, which means:

(1) Take care of the load and job stress related

(2) Taking care of load is proportional to job stress

(3) Taking care of the load will affect job stress

(4) The job stress is high because of the influence of the care load

2. Influence/ Predict
Influence: Xi, i=1-n can affect Y, so variables such as Xi are the influencing factors

of Y
Predict : Xi, i=1-n can predict Y

For example:
The number of long-term care workers can be used to predict the number of long-term care

providers.
